On 11 January 201, TPA counted 240 members (244-4).
France
TPA courses from September to December 2009 according to the reports that we have received add up to 392 half-days, compared to 346 in September-December 2008 and 431 in September-December 2007. A number of members who have made considerable contributions in previous years, however, have not yet sent in their reports. The total number of half-days should reach the 400, i.e. about 15% more than the same period last year.

International 
EUROPE

a) Belgium 
Given the outlook for applications in the Petrochemicals field, applicants will be needing help developing the necessary teaching materials. There is consensus around the principle of a task force backed by current Petrochemicals professors, and it should start working in early 2010. The goal is to enhance and build on R. Pelletier’s current materials.
- Leuven Catholic University - École polytechnique de Louvain: Denis Mignon ran 4 half-days in Q1 (Refining) for 3 students in their last year of chemical/civil engineering.

- Liège University: Pierre Cornet and Xavier Limpens ran 4 half-days of courses in Oil Exploration and Production for about 20 students on 10 and 11 December. The School Dean has officially confirmed these courses for the next two years. Gilles Magnien lectured in Seismic Interpretation for 8 hours for 12 to 25 students. This course could be blended into P. Cornet’s course in Petroleum Geology in the future. 
b) Portugal
Pedro Da Silva delivered two conferences (4 hours) on Hydroprocessing Units in Refining for 19 students at the Lisbon Instituto Superior Técnico on 27 and 29 November. “Students were interested and appreciated the conferences. It was an optional course. Should be run again next year if there are enough students.” 
It makes sense to find out whether Portuguese-speaking professors could lecture on EP issues at this institute.
AMERICAS

a) Brazil
A TPA course schedule, on principle focusing primarily on Geosciences, was fine-tuned with the subsidiary during C. Chomat’s trip to Brazil from 14 to 16 December 2009. During that visit, he met staff at three leading universities, namely UERJ (Rio de Janeiro State University), URFJ (Rio de Janeiro Federal University) and UFF (Fluminense Federal University) to present TPA and its programme, and to deliver a conference on O Futuro do Petroleo.  
ASIA
a) China
Alain Lepage ran an IW on Petroleum Project Management from 8 to 13 December at the École Centrale in Beijing. There were 99 students enrolled but only 30 to 50 attended, including 40% from subsidiaries. “Students understood French well but spoke it with a heavy accent, and were not at all at home in the industrial world. Large group from Total China.”
b) Thailand
 
Daniel Manginot ran an IW on The Refining Industry: Strategy of International Business Development at Chulalongkorn University from 30 November to 4 December for 28 Master’s-level students. “The students’ technical level and English proficiency was good. They were very active and involved during the course.” 
MIDDLE EAST
a) Iran
The tentative schedules for 2010 at four universities – Amir Kabir, Sharif, Shiraz and Ahwaz (2 IW each) – have been finalised. We are waiting for these universities to approve this programme.
AFRICA
a) Cameroon

C. Agron ran two IW from 7 to 11 December (2 x 18 hours) at ISTAC on:
- Reinforced Concrete for 36 4th-year students 
- Civil Engineering for 38 3rd-year students 
“Good logistics. Excellent 4th-year class: students paid attention, were interested and asked questions. The 3rd-year group was less interesting.” 
b) Libya
- G. Barré and O. Guillon ran an IW (An Introduction to Digital Reservoir Simulation) at Al Fateh University in Tripoli from 6 to 10 December, for an average of 15 students (rotating). Two IW had originally been planned. “Technical levels varied, English proficiency was good. There was a problem due to the fact that the course had been cut back from 30 to 15 hours.” 
- A. Grynko ran an IW on Drilling Techniques and Activities for 21 Garyounis University (Benghazi) students from 8 to 10 December. “Reception and follow-up by the subsidiary and university were excellent. Students were diligent but their spoken English was poor. One outstanding student was identified.” 
IW FIGURES FOR Q1 2009-2010 AND THE FORECASTS.
1. Totals
· We ran 57 IW during this last quarter of the year, up from 55 in 2008 and 9 in 2007. This quarterly total adds up to 279 half days, against 328 in 2008 and 232 in 2007 

· We ran those IW in 15 countries. The top three were Indonesia, Iraq and Vietnam

· We ran the first IW in a new country: Brazil

· 36 professors took part. The busiest ones were Max Mille (5 IW), Marcel Roche (4 IW), and Jean Béra and Alphonse Grynko (3 IW each). 

· The most popular topics were “Projects”, “Drilling” and “Geology”, in that order. 

· Indonesia was the country that had most courses, slightly ahead of Iraq

· For the future: 

· There are 46 IW on the schedule for Q2

· There are 63 IW on the schedule for Q3

· The total should reach 170 IW
